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Police Report – Ravenstone – January 2023
Crime Report / Incidents from 10th December 22 – 14th January 2023
Nothing reported in Ravenstone during the period 10/12/22 to 14/01/23
This Month’s Crime Reduction Advice is – Reporting Incidents / Crimes to the Police.

I see numerous posts across MK area on social media, where residents have reported a suspicious incident, person or vehicle in their street or crime especially during the night, along with ring doorbell or dashcam footage on their local community facebook page. Asking the residents to be vigilant etc. HOWEVER, if no one has reported it to the Police, and there is NO record, it has not happened. 

Emergency

Calling 999 means your call gets priority and allows the most appropriate action to be taken immediately. Always call 999 if: 

· Someone is injured, being threatened or is in danger.

· There is a risk of injury to someone or a risk of serious damage to property.

· A crime is in progress or you suspect a crime is in progress.

· There is a serious incident, which needs immediate police attendance.

· Someone suspected of a crime is nearby.
Non-Emergency

Typical examples of when people should call 101 include:
· If you want to give police information about a crime that is not currently in progress.

· To contact a local police officer, such as someone from your Safer Neighbourhood team.

· If your property has been stolen or damaged but it is not a crime in progress. 

· If you suspect drug dealing or use in your area.
If you do not want to call 101 you can also use the Thames valley Police Website, (link below) so you can report a suspicious incident, or a crime discovered etc.

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Social media admins could also consider and recommend that streets / villages sign up to NHW schemes and or Thames Valley Alert. I am happy to come out and discuss this with you in more depth along with the MK Neighbourhood Watch Association.

If you are thinking about setting up a facebook page for your area / street please do not call your page as an example ‘ Town or Village Crime Reporting Page ‘ which I have seen in the past which misleads the people on that page and they will use that to report a crime or suspicious incident but NOT to the Police. I would suggest something along the lines of Town or Village Community Page
Set up a Neighbourhood Watch Scheme in your area

Would you like to bring your community closer together, or do you have concerns about burglary, antisocial behaviour or the general environment in your street? Through Neighbourhood Watch, you can help the Police and your neighbours to strengthen your community.  You can make your area a better place to live.  The scheme is free to join.
