2. Declaration of Members Interests. None

3. Approval of Minutes. The approval of the July 2025 minutes were proposed by RM and seconded by HA. The minutes were unanimously approved.

(i) PLN/2025/1315: Demolition of an existing commercial building and erection of 4 semi-detached dwellings along with hard and soft landscaping at Horseshoe Farm, North End, Ravenstone, Olney MK46 5AN.

Only comment, constructing it out of brick. Alms houses brick. Raising with conservation officer if feels would be more appropriate in stone. Wall opp Alms houses Stone. Only stone is the boundary wall. Back of Alms houses rendered. Conservation officer would look at it anyway. In line with Neighbourhood. Back retaining wall. Parking level with North End. Done a flood risk assessment as part of app. Detailed drainage plan. EA would / Anglian would object if felt drains not adequate to take extra water. Not affect surface water as reducing footprint. Foul drainage negligible. Unless house affected by sewer overflows. Not going to make it any better. People downstream. Are they satisfied services can take extra capacity. Bat survey, bird boxes and wild flowers. Probably more opp church than Alms. Design them in row of 4 semi-detached to mimic Alms houses.  Images accompanying them show in recycled brick. Want to see a sample of the brick. Ask to make planning condition that planning officer approve the brick.  Reclaim type of brick. Red / buff coloured. Existing home owners no worse in terms of drainage. Surface water and foul going into same pipe. Could mitigate by separating out some existing. Overflow goes in stream.
