1. Apologies.  Ward Cllr K McLean

2. Declaration of Members Interests. Nothing to declare. 

3. Approval of Minutes. The Minutes of 21 January 2025 were unanimously approved.

4. Ward Councillors’ Report.  Ward Councillor P Geary confirmed that the closure of the Newport Pagnell tip is proceeding. From April 2025 only one green bin per household will be emptied free of charge although there appears to be no monitoring scheme in place at present to ensure compliance. 

5. Flood Plan: Work has been carried out by MKCC near the turn to Stoke Goldington past Ravenstone Mill. The sandbag store at the allotments is to  be topped up.

7. Village Appearance:

7.1 Inspection Action Plan: Councillors will plan a Village walkabout on 6 April 2025 to prepare a draft list of items which require attention / potential new projects.
